13.Instructor: In this lesson, you will learn how to conjugate “A-R” Portuguese
verbs in the present tense. There are Portuguese verbs that end in: “A-R,” “E-R”
and “I-R.”

15.Instructor: The present tense is used in Portuguese in several different ways.
One, it can be used to show something that is done continuously or ongoing.
For example, “Nds falamos portugués o tempo todo” which mean, “We speak
Portuguese all the time.”

16.Instructor: Unlike in English, in Portuguese you can use the present tense for
an action that will be done in the future. For example, “Hoje eu janto com ele as
20h.” “Today I will have lunch with him at 8:00 PM.”

17.Instructor: Let’s begin by learning how to use the verb “falar” in the present
tense. The Portuguese verb “falar” means to speak. This is how you say the
verb "to speak”. Listen and repeat.



18.Female: Falar. Falar.

19.Instructor: Again, how do you say? "to speak”

20.Male: Falar. Falar.

21.Instructor: Did you make sure that you made your response before the native
Portuguese speaker? And did you repeat after the native Portuguese speaker?
This is how to say, “I speak.” Listen and repeat.

22.Female: Eu falo. Falo. Eu falo.

23.Instructor: How do you say? “I speak”

24.Male: Eu falo. Eu falo.

25.Instructor: Can you guess which word means “I”’?

26.Female: Eu. Eu.

27.Instructor: Again: How do you say? “I speak”

28.Male: Eu falo. Eu falo.

29.Instructor: Make sure that you imitate the pronunciation of the native
Portuguese speaker. This is how to say, “you speak.” Listen and repeat.
